English Setters - Did You Know? 

¶ English Setters were trained bird dogs in 
England more than 400 years ago. 

¶ The first show for English Setters was held at 
Newcastle-On-Tyne on January 28, 1859. 

¶ The English Setter has retained its popularity 
since its introduction into the US due to its 
usefulness and beauty. 

¶ The English Setter is believed to be a result 
of crosses of the Spanish Pointer, large 
Water Spaniel, and Spring Spaniel. 

¶ Major credit for the development of the 
modern setter should go to Edward 
Laverack, who about 1825 obtained "Ponto" 
and "Old Moll", products of a 35-year-old 
English setter line. 

 
Contrary to popular belief, the three setters ï English, 
Gordon, and Irish ï are not merely representatives of 

different colors or varieties within one "setter" 
heading but are in fact three separate breeds.

Purple Power Ear Wash                              
 

For those of you asking about Purple Power ear-

wash check out the following receipe.      

Caution it stains ANYTHING it touches, so be 

careful where you use it and wear latex gloves so 

your paws don't get purple!

Doggie Dental Care (Healthy Pet Magazine) 

 

How to Make Brushing Simple, Even Fun  

 

a. Donôt try to frantically brush your dogôs 

teeth when you are already 5 minutes late for 

work.  Your pet will likely notice your 

tension and not relax. 

b. Let your pet start by licking toothpaste off 

your finger. Choose toothpaste formulated 

specifically for pets. Human toothpaste can 

make pets sick. 

c. Next, gently insert your finger under the 

upper lip.  You donôt need to see your petôs 

teeth or pry his/her jaws open.  You can do 

everything by feel alone. 

d. Gently massage the surface of the upper 

teeth under the lip for 5 to 10 seconds.  After 

you are done, give the best treat in the world 

with lots of praise. 

e. As your pet gets used to massage, 

gradually increase the duration.  Aim for one 

or two minutes twice a day.  Continue giving 

a treat (or even a final lick of toothpaste) as a 

reward. 

When your pet is completely used to the 

process, slowly introduce a toothbrush 

specially made for cats and dogs.  By that 

time, your pet should find the experience 

thoroughly enjoyable!
